INTERNATIONAL BEATLEWEEK 2025

Welcome to the biggest annual celebration of The Beatles on the planet! If you have never been before,
“Where have you been?”. You are in for a treat as perennial visitors will well know, many of whom have
been attending our festival for thirty plus years in a row — yes, it’s addictive!

International Beatleweek is a 7 day, 7 night extravaganza, featuring the music of those four sons from
Liverpool who shook the world, John, Paul, George and Ringo. We take over many iconic venues with =
the sounds of ‘The Fabs’ reverberating around the city walls.

We have been organising ‘Beatleweek’ here in Liverpool for nearly forty years and it is simply the
biggest and best Beatles festival in the whole world, and right here in Liverpool - where it all began (and
continues on a daily basis here at The Cavern Club).

So, what to expect? Typically, there will be over 500 gigs by approximately 70 bands and artists from

over 25 countries on 18 stages for 15 hours a day. In addition to this, there will be fans from over 40
countries, united, with the one mission — to celebrate The Beatles!

Officially the first day of madness! Live
WEDNESDAY music is at the forefront today across our

20tx AUGUST three stages (Cavern Front, Cavern Live
Lounge and Cavern Pub). From the minute
we open our doors at 11am, the music of
the Fabs will ring out non-stop until 2am.
Fifteen hours of top-class bands and solo singers, from all around ¥
the world, centered in the heart of Mathew Street... what more could
you ask for on day one?!

Day two and we are back on the world famous Mathew Street with three stages
THURSDAY across our two Cavern venues. As you spend the day walking down the street

21str AUBUST where the lads did all those years ago, more bands and more fans are arriving
by the hour for the biggest Beatles celebration in the world. One thing you will
notice throughout this festival, is the pure enjoyment and joy on people’s faces
as they listen to the music they love, sharing the experience alongside like-
minded people. The Beatles have always united people through their music and this is no more evident
than here in Liverpool this week. Despite another 15 hours of music to be enjoyed in the day, we hope
you reserve some energy at the end of the day, as we head into the weekend.

Last year, we took everybody to New
Brighton for the day, which was seen by many as their highlight of the whole
festival. This year we are returning to Port Sunlight for the first time since
2012! Back in 2012, we celebrated the 50th anniversary of The Beatles first
official gig with Ringo at Hulme Hall in August 1962. We recently visited the

beautiful village of Port Sunlight and realised there’s so much more we could do here. There are three
more venues and more outside areas that we didn’t utilize previously, so we are going to rectify that
this year with our ‘P.S. | Love You’ event (Yes P.S. is Port Sunlight!). We will host stages in Hulme Hall,
the Lyceum Hall, Gladstone Theatre, The Bridge Inn as well as an outside stage. Another guaranteed
highlight we think. Buses will transport you from The Adelphi Hotel and back. After the buses return
you to the city centre we head back to the Philharmonic Hall for

our second special concert, ‘The Beatles Variety Show!” From
Sweden we welcome back Pepperland, as well as a band making
their Beatleweek debut. Grammophon Jazzband from France
make The Beatles swing like no other and we are sure you will love
them. As if that’s not enough, opening the show, is John Lennon’s
original band, The Quarrymen, featuring Rod Davis and Colin
Hanton. Not a bad line-up and not a cheap seat in the house so get
ready to rattle yer jewellery! Once the final bows have been taken,

it is back to The Adelphi for another late night party! EPPERLAND
